Breaktime Snack

We have a number of children in Avalon School with severe allergies.
It is vitally important to ensure the health and safety of all the children
that only fruit and vegetables are brought into school for break time
snacks.

Arriving Late to School
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For safeguarding purposes, can we please remind parents that if
your child is going to be late for school, that you bring your child to
the school office so we can ensure that your child has been signed
in.

Start of the Day Arrangements

Before school club is from 7.45am to 8.30am. Children attending
before school club should enter the hall via the main school glass
entrance doors.

From 8.30am to 8.50am parents may drop children off at the school
gate which will be manned by Avalon staff. Alternatively parents and
carers who may wish to bring their child onto the school site and drop
their child off at the allocated entrance doors.

For reception, Year 1 and Year 2, this will be at the main glass
entrance doors. For all Junior children, Year 3 to Year 6, this will be
at the front door of the junior building.
