It is lovely to see children coming to school on their bicycles and scooters
in the morning. However please could we ask that bicycles and scooters
are not left on the school ground during the day for safety reasons.

Many thanks for your understanding and co-operation.

It has come to our attention that there are a number of children wearing
earrings in school. Our uniform policy states that for health and safety
reasons no jewellery with the exception of a watch may be worn in school.

Therefore, we would be grateful if you could remind children to remove
earrings and any other jewellery before coming to school.

We understand that a number of children have only recently had their ears
pierced and although it is not ideal, in this instance could we ask
parents/carers to ensure that earrings are covered each morning with
plasters.

Once the 6-week healing process is complete the earrings should be
removed and not worn during school time.
